                             Winter and Colic 

We have been informed of 

many horses suffering with 

colic lately and wanted to 

remind everyone that in win-

ter your horse may need a 

little extra TLC. 

Swift changes in weather are 

a big contributing factor to 

colic.  Please be sure that 

your horse has plenty of wa-

ter and is drinking enough.  

Offering warm water usually 

helps and also have salt 

blocks available as salt will 

create thirst.   

Soaked beet pulp will add 

calories and water intake. 

If you use Banamine for pain 

please give Gastroguard to 

protect your horses tummy.   

Always call your vet if you 

think your horse is colicky!
